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Decree No                          of

prohibiting all types of alert as to police activity in certain areas issued from electronic driver-assistance or navigation systems
NOR: INTS1711178D
Groups concerned: parties involved in the digital sector, road users, magistrates, the police force.
Purpose: to prohibit all types of alert as to police activity in the areas defined by the police.
Entry into force: the text shall enter into force according to the provisions laid out in its Article 2.
Notice: this decree aims to prohibit the issue by means of an electronic driver-assistance or navigation system of any message or alert, from users of the above-mentioned system, that are likely to reduce the effectiveness of ongoing criminal investigations or road safety operations carried out by the administrative police in certain areas. Operators of the above-mentioned electronic systems shall be informed of these areas where certain sensitive controls will take place, particularly in the context of combating terrorism or organised crime, road safety procedures or searching for escaped prisoners or abducted persons.

Having regard to Directive (EU) 2015/1535 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 9 September 2015 laying down a procedure for the provision of information in the field of technical regulations and of rules on Information Society services, and in particular Notification No year/XXXX/F;
Having regard to the Code of Criminal Procedure, particularly Article R610-1 thereof;
Having regard to the Highway Code;
Having regard to the opinion of the permanent interministerial group for road safety dated XX; 
Having heard the Council of State (public works division),
Hereby decrees:
Article 1
After Heading III of Book I of the regulatory section of the Highway Code, a Heading III bis is inserted, worded as follows:
‘Heading III bis: Alerts as to police activity
Article R131-1 – Operators of electronic driver-assistance or navigation systems are prohibited from issuing, by means of these systems, any message or alert from users of these systems within the areas and during the times defined by the public authorities, when ongoing criminal investigations or road safety operations carried out by the administrative police are likely to take place and if the above-mentioned messages or alerts are likely to reduce the effectiveness of these operations. These areas may cover any road, either open or closed to the public.
These areas may not cover a distance greater than 20 km. The duration of the ban described in the first paragraph may not exceed 24 hours. 
Information on the duration of the ban and the areas in which the issue of the above-mentioned messages or alerts is prohibited shall be provided to operators of electronic driver-assistance or navigation systems under the conditions established by order of the Minister responsible for Road Safety. These operators are prohibited from disclosing the information provided to them or to use it for a purpose other than that set out in the first paragraph.
Non-compliance with the provisions of this article shall incur the established penalty for class 5 infringements.’
Article 2
The provisions of Article 1 shall apply on the day following the publication of the order provided for in the same article. 
Article 3
The Keeper of the Seals, Minister for Justice, and the Minister for the Interior shall be responsible for the implementation of this decree, which will be published in the Official Journal of the French Republic.
