It establishes a national framework for certain waste streams subject to the extended producer responsibility, as provided
for in Directive (EU) 2019/904 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 5 June 2019 on the reduction of the
impact of certain plastic products on the environment.

Belgium’s Cooperation Agreement was posted on the European Commission’s TRIS database on 7.8.2023 under
notification number 2023/0490/BE (Belgium), as part of the public consultation procedure of Directive 1535/2015/EU, to
provide information to the Member States and the EU.

With this Agreement, Belgium attempts to regulate the management of waste as litter, regardless of whether it contains
single-use plastic or not, shifting responsibility and costs exclusively to producers. This way it deviates substantially from
the text of Directive (EU) 2019/904, from the principles and objectives set by the legislator, creating further obstacles to
the movement of products.

These rules affect a wide range of industrial products produced in Greece and exported to the countries of the European
Union, including Belgium. Therefore, any such practice hinders and inhibits the outward-looking growth of the Greek
economy and in particular manufacturing.

For the aforementioned reasons, we consider the submission of a detailed opinion to the European Commission
imperative. In view of the above, we request the amendment of the above rules set by Belgium in accordance with to
Directive (EU) 2019/904.
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
