Baby on board reminder devices: what does the draft of this decree say?

Michele Servalli, CEO of Remmy says: "I'm satisfied but perplexed”
A few more months and finally the norm that will bring more safety for children in cars will come into force. The Ministry of Infrastructures and Transport has prepared a draft decree that establishes the technical characteristics of anti-abandon devices that will become mandatory in the coming months for those who travel in a car with children up to 4 years of age. The text may not yet be final and could change with regards to its characteristics.

The device can be a separate accessory (for those who already have a seat) or integrated into a new seat (for those who still have to buy it). Michele Servalli, founder and CEO of Remmy (the first anti-abandon device available in the world since 2013) comments on the characteristics identified in the draft:

"I am very satisfied because in fact the characteristics of this draft include all the indications I gave during the hearing in the Committee on Transport *, commissioned by Minister Toninelli, but at the same time I am perplexed. There is one aspect of the document that does not convince me. In Annex A point 2 letter f of the draft implementing decree of law 117 of October 1, 2018, in fact, it is specified that the anti-abandon devices must be equipped with an automatic communication system for sending, via wireless mobile communication networks, messages or calls to at least 3 different telephone numbers.

I feel, however, the need to bring clarity to this aspect because we at Remmy had already analysed it in 2013 (in fact we already have the prototype of the Smart Remmy).  We excluded this option because in fact does not add security to our device but increases the cost of production and cost of management by the customer (who will have to have a dedicated sim and pay the fixed costs for telephone contracts). It is instead a fundamental point for those systems that base the operation exclusively on Bluetooth communication. The questions that arose with only-Bluetooth devices like “what if I do not have a mobile phone", or “what if I forget my mobile phone in the car", or “what if my phone battery is dead", are overcome. In this way, in fact, the device is always present in the car, automatically powered, with autonomous sim, to call or write in case of danger.

For intellectual honesty I must add that for Remmy it will not be a problem - continues Servalli - in case everything should be confirmed; we simply anticipate the production of the Smart Remmy already scheduled, in order to provide the customer with a product in line with the requirements of the law. However, I trust that the draft will be revised and simply modified the word "must" in "may" in point 2.f of the technical-functional characteristics. It will then be up to the parent to choose the type of device to be adopted (with or without sending messages) without diminishing the level of protection for their children.

Finally - concludes Servalli - I feel I must reassure the thousands of customers who have adopted Remmy, as well as the hundreds of Authorised Resellers, that in the unfortunate event that our comments will not be taken into consideration, we will intervene with the replacement or modification of products already in circulation. We do it and we will continue to do so because for the past six years we have believed in our product and want the safety of our children; Remmy was born for this reason, when nobody seemed interested in this matter"

* 6 Features for a Safe Solution

In a nutshell, explains Servalli, for a product to be safe: 

1. it must not require any type of action from the user

2. it must not require any kind of maintenance / installation 

3. it must not depend on other objects / devices

Moreover:

4. it must warn immediately when we are still in the car

5. it must warn even if there is a malfunction

6. it’s cost must be accessible: the price must not be a barrier to protection
