Tobacco products, electronic cigarettes and refill containers may not be sold or otherwise supplied in the course of trade to persons under the age of 18. Persons supplying such goods or products shall ensure that the recipient has reached the specified age.

Tobacco products, electronic cigarettes and refill containers may not be sold or otherwise supplied in the course of trade to persons under the age of 18. Persons supplying such goods or products shall ensure that the recipient has reached this age.

1. This Act comes into force on 1 August 2022.
2. Liquids intended for consumption through electronic cigarettes which have been manufactured or released for free circulation before the entry into force of this Act may continue to be made available to consumers on the Swedish market despite containing additives which lead to a clearly appreciable aroma or taste other than tobacco, until no later than 1 January 2023.
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
