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Standardisation of e-cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine
Pursuant to § 9(a)(2) of the Act on electronic cigarettes, etc. cf. Act No 426 of 18 May 2016 on electronic cigarettes, etc. as amended by § 2 of Act No 1558 of 18 December 2018 and § 3 of Act No xx of xx 2020, the following is laid down:
Chapter 1
Definitions
§ 1. The following definitions apply for the purposes of this Order:
1) Brand name: Name of electronic cigarette and refill container with and without nicotine belonging to the same product category.
2) Variant name: Name used to distinguish different electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine belonging to the same brand name.
3) Outer surfaces: Surfaces that are visible when a single pack is closed and/or outer packaging is unbroken.
4) Wrapping material: Transparent, colourless material enclosing one or more single packs.
5) Uncoated: Not varnished, covered or treated in a way that makes the surface appear other than matte.
6) Band: A tear-off band that can be used to open a single pack, outer packaging and wrapping material.
Chapter 2
Colour requirements and packaging elements on single packs, outer packaging and wrapping material for electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine
§ 2. Single packs of electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine as well as outer packaging and wrapping material must have a standardised design in accordance with the requirements of this order and other legislation that regulates labelling, etc. of single packs, outer packaging and wrapping material on electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine.
Paragraph 2. Single packs, outer packaging and wrapping material may only be given labelling, etc. which follow from this order and other legislation.
§ 3. The inner and outer surfaces of single packs and outer packaging must be uncoated Pantone 7771 C.
Chapter 3
Surfaces etc. on single packs and outer packaging of electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine
§ 4. Surfaces must be flat and smooth, and must not contain irregular elements such as marking, embossing, texture, depressions, elevations or anything else in shape or structure.
Chapter 4
Wrapping material on single packs and outer packaging on electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine
§ 5. Single packs and outer packaging must be covered with wrapping material.
Paragraph 2. Wrapping material must be flat and smooth and must not contain irregular elements such as labelling, embossing, texture, depressions, elevations or anything else in shape or structure.
Paragraph 3. Bands used to open wrapping material must be transparent or black. It must be up to 3 millimetres wide and must be parallel to the top edge of the gasket. The band must have a maximum 15 millimetres long continuous transparent or black line marking where the band begins.
Paragraph 4. A black band must not cover or hide health warnings, and other labelling, etc. under other legislation.
Chapter 5
Labelling etc. on single packs and outer packaging of electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine
§ 6. Labelling pursuant to this order may not completely or partially obscure text, warnings or other labelling, etc. that follow from other legislation.
§ 7. Single packs and outer packaging must be given markings in two places with the brand name and variant name. The text used
a) must consist of lowercase letters a–å, but with the initial letter being uppercase,
b) must consist of the numbers 0–9,
c) must have the font Helvetica,
d) must have the colour uncoated Pantone 451 C,
e) must have a font size of up to 10 points and
f) must be parallel to the health warning.
Paragraph 2. The brand name can fill one line and up to 14 letters and numbers in total.
Paragraph 3. The variant name must fill one line and must be placed directly below the brand name.
§ 8. Outer packaging and single packs must be given labelling with information on method of use, product ID, number and contents in accordance with the contents of the package.
Paragraph 2. Outer packaging and single packs for electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine containing characteristic aromas may once contain:
1) ‘With tobacco flavour’, or
2) ‘With menthol taste’.
Paragraph 3. The text used according to paragraphs 1 and 2
a) must consist of lowercase letters a–å, but with the initial letter being uppercase,
b) must consist of the numbers 0–9,
c) must have the font Helvetica New Roman,
d) must have the colour uncoated Pantone 451 C,
e) must have a font size of up to 10 points and
f) must be written in the same direction as the health warning.
§ 9. Single packs and outer packaging containing electronic cigarettes and refill containers with and without nicotine must each be given labelling with a bar code, provided that:
a) it is used for payment purposes, distribution or stock control,
b) it is either black on a white background or uncoated Pantone 451 C on a white background,
c) it does not constitute an image, pattern or symbol that mimics anything other than a barcode and
d) it is located on the bottom or side of the package if the package is box-shaped.
Chapter 6
Penalties
§ 10. Unless a higher penalty is due under another law, the person who violates §§ 2–9 is fined.
Paragraph 2. Entities, etc. (legal persons) may be rendered criminally liable in accordance with the provisions in Chapter 5 of the Penal Code [Straffeloven].
Chapter 7
Entry into force
§ 11. This Order will enter into force on 1 October 2021.
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
