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Draft of the

Ordinance amending the
Tram Construction and Operation Order

On the basis of § 57(1)(1) and (3), in combination with paragraph 3 of the Public Transport Act in the version published on 8 August 1990 (Federal Law Gazette I p. 1690), in which the clause before paragraph 1(1) was last amended by Article 482(2)(a) of the Ordinance of 31 August 2015 (Federal Law Gazette I p. 1474), the Federal Ministry of Transport and Digital Infrastructure orders the following:
Article 1
The Tram Construction and Operation Order of 11 December 1987 (Federal Law Gazette I p. 2648), last amended by Article 1 of the Ordinance of 16 December 2016 (Federal Law Gazette I p. 2938), is amended as follows: 
1. The table of contents is amended as follows:
The entry for § 61 is worded as follows:
‘§ 61 Supervision of the construction of operating facilities and vehicles’.
2. § 2 is amended as follows:
a) In paragraph 1, the following third sentence is inserted after the second sentence:
‘The third to fifth sentences of § 1(1) remain unaffected.’
b)
Paragraph 2 is worded as follows: 
‘It is permitted to deviate from generally recognised engineering practice if it is demonstrated to the Technical Supervisory Authority that the requirements in terms of public safety and order are met.’
3. § 4 is amended as follows:
a) Paragraph 3, second sentence is removed. 
b) The following paragraph 5 is added: 
‘(5) Business operators shall keep records regarding
1.
the operational matters set forth in Part 6; 
2.
the safety-related communication with control centres carried out using messaging systems according to § 23; and 
3.
the travel data from the instruments stated in § 33(13); 
and are authorised to collect, store and use the data stated in points 1 to 3 as necessary to reliably run the operation, record the status and maintenance of systems and vehicles and determine the causes of dangerous events. In addition, business operators are authorised to send the Technical Supervisory Authority all the information derived from the data stated in the first sentence that the authority requires to fulfil its duties. Any personal data sent must be deleted within 96 hours unless they are still required for meeting the storage requirement stated in the first sentence.’
4. § 5(2) is amended as follows:
a) In the first sentence, the word ‘other’ is deleted before the words ‘competent people’.
b) In the second sentence, the word ‘also’ is deleted before the words ‘works manager’.
5. The following sentence is added to § 16(5): 
‘Otherwise, the responsibility of the road construction authority is unaffected.’
6. In § 30(5), the following sentence is inserted after the first sentence:
‘In the process, the escape route is used to rescue people if vehicles are unable to stop in the stop area in emergencies.’
7.  § 31(7) is worded as follows: 
‘(7)
The heights of platform surfaces, vehicle floors and vehicle steps must be adapted to one another to allow passengers to board and alight easily. The height difference between the platform and the vehicle floor must be minimised, taking account of the load and wear parameters of the vehicles used. The platform surface should be no higher than the vehicle floor and must have an anti-slip covering.’
8. In § 46(3)(2), the words ‘at least around each door’ are inserted after the words ‘request to stop’.
9. § 51(11), second sentence is worded as follows:
‘Displaying the points signals is unnecessary if the points are integrated into the train safety systems or if a drive signal is controlled depending on the point position and is identified as such.’
10. § 53(2)(3) is worded as follows:
‘3. derailments are immediately detected in the system and the train controls are adjusted appropriately,’.
11. In § 55(2), the words ‘and must be sufficiently noticeable for other road users’ are inserted after the words ‘75 m’.
12. § 57(3)(2) is worded as follows: 
‘2. Power supply systems
4 years,’.
13. § 61 is amended as follows:
a) The words ‘and vehicles’ are added to the title.
b) In the second sentence of paragraph 1, the words ‘carried out on the first vehicle of a batch in the case of vehicles’ are added in brackets after the words ‘spot checks’. 
14. In § 62(7), the words ‘the operating facility or the first vehicle of a batch may’ are replaced by the words ‘operating facilities or vehicles may’. 
15. § 64 is amended as follows: 
a) In the first sentence, the words ‘on that date’ are added after the words ‘under construction’.
b) The following sentence is inserted after the first sentence:
‘If this Ordinance places requirements on the construction of operating facilities or vehicles other than those under the law applicable up to [insert the promulgation date of this amending Ordinance], existing operating facilities or vehicles or those under construction on that date need not be brought in line with the provisions of this Ordinance.’ 
Article 2
This Ordinance shall enter into force on the day following its promulgation.
