amending Act No 171/2005 on gambling and on amendments to certain acts, as amended, and amending certain acts
The National Council of the Slovak Republic has passed the following Act:
Article I
Act No 171/2005 on gambling and on amendments to certain acts, as amended by Act No 659/2007, Act No 70/2008, Act No 478/2009, Act No 479/2009, Act No 84/2010, Act No 374/2010, Act No 514/2010, Act No 227/2011, Act No 228/2011, Act No 547/2011, Act No 286/2012, Act No 439/2012, Act No 135/2013, Act No 333/2014, Act No 91/2016 and Act No 125/2016, is amended as follows:
1. The following words shall be added at the end of § 1(1)(a): “and conditions for the promotion of games of chance”.
2. § 1(1)(f) shall read as follows:
“f) State supervision over the operation and promotion of games of chance and related activities within the scope specified in this Act (hereinafter referred to as ‘supervision’).”
3. The following paragraph 3 shall be added in § 1:
“(3) This Act shall apply to games of chance available in the Slovak Republic.”
4. The following words shall be added at the end of § 2(c): “and the manner and time limit for handling them”.
5. In § 2(l), the words “a game of chance comprising” shall be replaced by the words “games of chance, including”.
6. In § 2(o), the words “operated by means of gaming machines, by means of technical equipment operated directly by gamblers or video games” shall be inserted after the words “games of chance”.
7. In § 2(s), the word “indicating” shall be replaced by the word “indicating”. [translator’s note: changed from feminine to masculine]
8. The following points t to v shall be added in § 2:
“t) ‘game of chance available on the territory of the Slovak Republic’ means a game of chance that can be participated in from or on the territory of the Slovak Republic, in particular by paying a stake, making a bet or receiving winnings;
u) ‘provision of a prohibited offering’ means the promotion of a game of chance or operation of a game of chance available on the territory of the Slovak Republic without a licence under this Act, by means of an electronic communications network;
v) ‘proceeds’ mean the difference between players’ stakes received over a calendar year and the winnings paid out in the same calendar year.”
9. In the first sentence of § 3(1), the words “game plan” shall be deleted, and the following new second sentence shall be inserted after the first sentence: “‘Game of chance’ also means a game in which the stake is the difference between the cost of a phone call, the cost of an SMS message or the cost of an MMS message intended for participation in the game and the cost of a phone call, the cost of an SMS message or the cost of an MMS message determined by the provider of the electronic communications service for outgoing calls, SMS messaging and MMS messaging to geographical numbers1ab) or to mobile network customers, including the cost of the call or the cost of the SMS message or MMS message confirming participation in the game.”
Footnote 1ab shall read as follows:
“1ab) § 2(5) of Act No 351/2011 on electronic communications.”
10. § 3(3) shall read as follows:
“(3) Games of chance may only be operated on the basis of a licence granted or issued under this Act, under the conditions laid down in this Act and specified in the individual licence or general licence, and in compliance with the obligations under the approved game plan, including the rules of the game of chance; at the same time, games of chance referred to in § 3(2)(b), (d), (e) and (i) may only be operated on the territory of municipalities where the operation of these games is not restricted under a municipal decree of general application as referred to in § 10(5)(d); the fact that a petition1ac) referred to in § 10(6) has been formulated or filed or is being handled does not constitute a reason for not granting an individual licence. It shall be prohibited to operate or promote games of chance for which no licence has been granted or issued under this Act.”
Footnote 1ac shall read as follows:
“1ac) Act No 85/1990 on the right to petition, as amended.”
11. In the first sentence of § 3(7), the words “and promotion of foreign games of chance” shall be inserted after the words “games of chance”.
12. The following point d shall be added in § 10(1):
“d) customs offices.”
13. § 10(2) shall read as follows:
“(2) The Ministry shall,
a) in accordance with special legislation3), confirm compliance with this Act and other acts of general application by the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic, tax offices, customs offices, municipalities and the designated laboratories referred to in § 30(5);
b) issue general licences and decide on the granting of individual licences under this Act, if this Act so provides;
c) decide on the issue of authorisation for, and specify the scope of, expert assessment;
d) provide methodological guidance to the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic, tax offices, customs offices and municipalities in the area of games of chance, except methodological guidance on the exercise of supervision;
e) be the appellate body for the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic in matters of sanctions imposed by the Directorate on supervised entities under this Act;
f) impose sanctions under this Act;
g) decide on the termination of the operation of technical equipment intended for the operation of games of chance in an establishment that is not a gaming establishment or the abolition of a gaming establishment if the municipality demonstrates that breaches of public order related to the operation of games of chance have repeatedly and demonstrably occurred in this establishment or gaming establishment.”
14. In § 10(3)(c), the words “information system” shall be replaced by the words “information system database”.
15. In § 10(3)(d), the words “of operation” shall be inserted after the word “area”.
16. § 10(3)(e) and (f) shall read as follows:
“(e) provide methodical guidance to tax offices and customs offices in the area of exercising supervision,
f) decide, as the next superior authority body to tax offices and customs offices, in administrative proceedings under special legislation4) on matters of sanctions imposed by them on supervised entities under this Act,”.
17. The following point g shall be added in § 10(3):
“g) impose sanctions under this Act.”
18. § 10(4) shall read as follows:
“(4) Tax offices shall
a) administer State budget levies;
b) issue confirmation of payment of the financial guarantee by applicants and gambling operators whose registered office is in the tax office’s jurisdiction;
c) be the appellate body for municipalities in matters of individual licences to operate gaming machines and in matters of sanctions imposed by municipalities on gambling operators under this Act;
d) impose sanctions under this Act.”
19. § 10(5)(a) to (c) shall read as follows:
“a) decide on the granting of individual licences under this Act;
b) administer municipal budget levies;
c) impose sanctions under this Act,”.
20. In the first sentence of § 10(6), the words “repeatedly and demonstrably” shall be inserted after the word “municipality”, and the following words shall be added at the end: “and shall be investigated in accordance with special legislation.4a)”
Footnote 4a shall read as follows:
“4a) § 5(5) of Act No 85/1990, as amended.”
21. § 11, including the title, shall read as follows:
“§ 11
Supervisory authorities and the scope of their competence
(1) The supervisory authorities shall comprise
a) the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic;
b) tax offices;
c) customs offices.
(2) The Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic shall
a) exercise supervision over the provision of prohibited offerings;
b) exercise supervision over compliance with the obligations under special legislation4b) that are related to the provision of prohibited offerings and that apply to the supervised entities referred to in § 12(k), in the form of on-site supervision and off-site supervision;
c) may exercise supervision over
1. compliance with the provisions of this Act, other acts of general application, conditions for the operation of games of chance laid down in this Act and specified in the individual licence or general licence and obligations under the approved game plan, including the rules of the game, which apply to the supervised entities referred to in § 12(a) to (c) or to their activities, in the form of on-site supervision, off-site supervision or active search;
2. compliance with the provisions of this Act and other acts of general application that apply to the supervised entities referred to in § 12(d) to (j) or to their activities, in the form of on-site supervision, off-site supervision or active search.
(3) Tax offices shall
a) exercise supervision over
1. compliance with the provisions of this Act, other acts of general application, conditions for the operation of games of chance laid down in this Act and specified in the individual licence or general licence and obligations under the approved game plan, including the rules of the game, which apply to the supervised entities referred to in § 12(a) to (c) or to their activities, in the form of on-site supervision, off-site supervision or active search;
2. compliance with the provisions of this Act and other acts of general application that apply to the supervised entities referred to in § 12(d) to (j) or to their activities, in the form of on-site supervision, off-site supervision or active search, except supervision of the provision of prohibited offerings,
b) issue authorisation to the staff of designated laboratories (hereinafter referred to as “guest experts”) for the exercise of supervision, if supervision includes a technical inspection.
(4) Customs offices
a) may exercise supervision over
1. compliance with the provisions of this Act, other acts of general application, conditions for the operation of games of chance laid down in this Act and specified in the individual licence or general licence and obligations under the approved game plan, including the rules of the game, that apply to the supervised entities referred to in § 12(a) to (c) or to their activities, in the form of on-site supervision or active search;
2. compliance with the provisions of this Act and other acts of general application that apply to the supervised entities referred to in § 12(d) to (j) or to their activities, in the form of on-site supervision or active search, except supervision of the provision of prohibited offerings;
b) impose sanctions under this Act.”
Footnote 4b shall read as follows:
“4b) § 98a of Act No 492/2009 on payment services and on amendments to certain acts, as amended by Act No .../2016.
§ 41(6) of Act No 351/2011, as amended by Act No .../2016.”
22. The following points g to k are added in § 12:
“g) individuals and legal entities providing a prohibited offering;
h) individuals and legal entities using the designation ‘casino’, including its derivative forms, without a licence granted under this Act;
i) individuals and legal entities operating promotional competitions, games or quizzes referred to in § 3(4) to (6);
j) individuals and legal entities organising sporting events referred to in special legislation4c), including events not considered public,4d) except sports organisations entered in the sports information system;
k) other individuals and legal entities within the scope of their obligations4b) that are related to the provision of prohibited offerings.”
Footnotes 4c and 4d shall read as follows:
“4c) § 1(1) of Act No 1/2014 on the organisation of public sporting events and on amendments to certain acts.
4d) § 1(6) of Act No 1/2014.”
23. § 13, including the title, shall read as follows:
“§ 13
General principles of the exercise of supervision
(1) Supervision shall be exercised over supervised entities. When exercising supervision over supervised entities, the supervisory authority shall look for and evaluate information and supporting documents about facts relating to the supervised entity and its activities in the context of operating games of chance and promoting games of chance or other persons whose position, transactions or other activities are related to the supervised entity, in particular any deficiencies in the activities of supervised entities, causes and implications, and persons responsible for the deficiencies. The exercise of supervision shall follow this Act.
(2) Supervision over supervised entities shall be non-public.
(3) When exercising supervision, the supervisory authority and its staff exercising supervision on its behalf (hereinafter the ‘person designated to exercise supervision’) and guest experts shall have rights according to this Act. The responsibility for the exercise of supervision shall lie with the relevant supervisory authority. Persons designated to exercise supervision and guest experts shall not be liable to third parties for the consequences caused by the exercise of supervision; this is without prejudice to their labour law liability to the supervisory authority and the designated laboratory or their criminal liability.
(4) If, while exercising supervision, the supervisory authority discovers facts suggesting that a criminal offence has been committed or other facts, it shall report them without delay to a law enforcement authority or authorities competent under special legislation.5) If, while exercising supervision, the supervisory authority discovers an unusual business transaction or a breach of the supervised entities’ obligations relating to the prevention or detection of money laundering or terrorist financing, it shall report this fact without delay to the financial police service of the Police Force and the State authority performing tasks in the area of the protection of the constitutional system, internal order and national security.
(5) Supervised entities, members of their bodies, their employees and other persons whose activities are related to supervised entities shall allow the exercise of supervision, refrain from any action that could frustrate the exercise of supervision and provide, in the State language, any information, documentation, assistance and help requested by supervisory authorities or persons designated to exercise supervision for the purposes of exercising supervision; if the documentation is produced in a language other than the State language, the supervised entity shall present, at its own expense, an officially certified translation of the documentation into the State language.
(6) ‘On-site supervision’ means obtaining information and supporting documents about facts relating to the supervised entity and its activities or other persons whose position, transactions or other activities are related to the supervised entity, by rule directly on the site of the supervised entity or from its employees, as well as evaluation of the information and supporting documents thus obtained; information and supporting documents thus obtained may also be used for the purposes of proceedings in the area of gambling held by State authorities for gambling and by municipalities. When information and supporting documents are being obtained and evaluated on-site in the context of proceedings held under § 57(1), this shall not be regarded as on-site supervision.
(7) ‘Off-site supervision’ means obtaining and evaluating information and supporting documents relating to the supervised entity and its activities or other persons whose position, transactions or other activities are related to the supervised entity in a manner other than by means of on-site supervision, in particular by obtaining and evaluating information and supporting documents presented to the supervisory authority at its written request, on the basis of information made available or presented to supervisory authorities and State authorities for gambling and municipalities under this Act and on the basis of publicly available information; information and supporting documents thus obtained may also be used for the purposes of proceedings in the area of gambling held by State authorities for gambling and by municipalities. When information and supporting documents are being obtained and evaluated off-site in the context of proceedings held under § 57(1), this shall not be regarded as off-site supervision. Persons designated to exercise supervision shall draw up an off-site supervision report, to which § 15(9) shall apply mutatis mutandis.
(8) When exercising off-site supervision of the operation of video games, terminal equipment enabling online access5a) shall be used by tax offices.
(9) ‘Active search’ means obtaining and evaluating information and supporting documents about facts relating to the supervised entity and its activities or other persons whose position, transactions or other activities are related to the supervised entity in a manner other than by means of on-site supervision or off-site supervision, in particular by obtaining and evaluating information and supporting documents locally, by persons designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity; information and supporting documents thus obtained may also be used for the purposes of proceedings in the area of gambling held by State authorities for gambling and by municipalities. When information and supporting documents are being obtained and evaluated locally, in the context of proceedings held under § 57(1), this shall not be regarded as an active search. Persons designated to exercise supervision shall draw up an active-search report on the activities performed, to which § 15(9) shall apply mutatis mutandis.
(10) The costs arising out of on-site supervision, off-site supervision and active search incurred by the supervisory authority shall be borne by the supervisory authority; the costs incurred by the supervised entity shall be borne by the supervised entity.”
Footnote 5a shall read as follows:
“5a) § 5 of Implementing Decree of the Ministry of Finance of the Slovak Republic No 641/2008 laying down the requirements for equipment and systems used in the operation of games of chance that are video games.”
24. In § 14(1), the words “The staff of supervisory authorities shall” shall be replaced by the words “Persons designated to exercise supervision and guest experts shall”.
25. § 14(4)(a) and (b) shall read as follows:
“a) another supervisory authority or another person from the same supervisory authority designated to exercise supervision, for the purposes of exercising supervision,
b) tax offices or municipalities competent according to the registered office of the gambling operator that administer State budget levies or municipal budget levies under this Act (hereinafter referred to as the ‘competent levy administrator’) for the purposes of administering levies,”.
26. In § 14, the following point l shall be added in paragraph 4:
“l) the National Safety Authority, Slovak Information Service, Military Intelligence Service and the Police Force, for the purposes referred to in special legislation.10a)”
Footnote 10a shall read as follows:
“10a) § 19 of Act No 215/2004 on the protection of confidential information and on amendments to certain acts, as amended.”
27. § 15, including the title, shall read:
“§ 15
On-site supervision procedure
(1) On-site supervision may be exercised by persons designated to exercise supervision who hold a service card authorising them to exercise supervision; if supervision includes a technical inspection, the guest expert shall hold written authorisation to exercise on-site supervision issued by the tax office.
(2) Persons designated to exercise supervision and guest experts shall be excluded from the exercise of on-site supervision if their relationship to the subject matter of supervision, the supervised entity or its employees may raise doubts as to their impartiality.
(3) On-site supervision shall be considered to have started on the day when the person designated to exercise supervision presents to the supervised entity a service card authorising the exercise of supervision; if supervision includes a technical inspection, on-site supervision shall be considered to have started on the day when the guest expert presents to the supervised entity the written authorisation to exercise supervision referred to in paragraph 1. From the beginning of on-site supervision, supervisory authorities, persons designated to exercise supervision and guest experts shall be entitled to require that the supervised entity and its employees provide assistance and fulfil their obligations for the purposes of exercising on-site supervision, including the submission of documents, supporting documentation, information on technical carriers and other information, documents and items, and the delivery thereof within the time limit specified by the supervisory authority.
(4) When exercising on-site supervision, persons designated to exercise supervision may
a) enter the registered place of business of the gambling operator, the premises of the supervised entity, gambling establishments, land or other premises related to the operation of games of chance or promotion of games of chance, to the extent strictly necessary for the purposes of exercising supervision;
b) require that supervised entities and their employees provide, within the time limit specified by this person;
1. originals of official documents, other documents, opinions and information, including technical data carriers, necessary for the exercise of supervision;
2. explanations, opinions and other oral and written information on the subject matter of supervision and the deficiencies discovered;
c) in justified cases, seize official documents or, if applicable, gaming machines, technical equipment and other equipment or systems referred to in § 30(2) and take them away in order to secure evidence and take other steps related to supervision;
d) invite a guest expert, if supervision includes a technical inspection; the guest expert shall be required to take part in this inspection, and the costs associated with the expert’s participation in the technical inspection shall be paid by the designated laboratory.
(5) When exercising on-site supervision, persons designated to exercise supervision shall
a) present to the supervised entity, at the latest when their participation in the exercise of on-site supervision commences, a service card authorising them to exercise supervision; if supervision includes a technical inspection, guest experts shall present to the supervised entity, at the latest when their participation in the exercise of on-site supervision commences, written authorisation to exercise supervision referred to in paragraph 1;
b) furnish the supervised entity with written confirmation that originals of official documents, other documents, opinions, information, including technical data carriers, equipment and systems have been taken away and ensure that these are properly protected against loss, destruction, damage and misuse; if these documents or items are no longer needed for the exercise of supervision over the supervised entity, they shall be returned to the person from whom they were taken, and a written confirmation that they have been returned shall be issued;
c) draw up a written report on the outcome of on-site supervision (hereinafter referred to as the “report”) and deliver one copy of the report to the supervised entity, set a reasonable time limit of not less than three working days for submission by the supervised entity of written objections to the information stated in the report, verify without delay the legitimacy of the written objections presented by the supervised entity and deliver to the supervised entity a written notice of the result of verification of the written objections presented;
d) set and, if necessary, notify the supervised entity in writing of the time limit within which the supervised entity is required to adopt and implement measures to eliminate and remedy the deficiencies discovered by on-site supervision and their causes and submit to the supervisory authority a written report on the measures adopted and implementation of the measures adopted; for objective reasons, the time limit under this point may also be set or modified by the supervisory authority after the completion of on-site supervision;
e) respect the rights of the supervised entity under this Act,
f) ensure the protection of information and supporting documents obtained in the course of on-site supervision so as to prevent unauthorised disclosure of classified information, trade secrets, tax secrets and other classified information or information protected by secrecy expressly imposed or recognised under special legislation;10b) if such information and supporting documents are provided to State authorities and municipalities for the exercise of their powers in the area of games of chance under this Act, this shall not constitute a breach of this obligation if this is necessary for the exercise of these powers;
g) comply with other obligations laid down in this Act.
(6) Supervised entities and their employees shall be entitled to
a) be present in person or by proxy in the exercise of on-site supervision;
b) make written statements on the deficiencies discovered by on-site supervision of which they have been notified by persons designated to exercise supervision in the course of the exercise of on-site supervision;
c) present written objections to the information stated in the report within the set time limit.
(7) Supervised entities shall
a) provide appropriate material and technical conditions for the exercise of on-site supervision;
b) accept and implement, without delay, at the latest within the time limit under paragraph 5(d), the measures adopted to eliminate and remedy the deficiencies discovered and the causes of the deficiencies;
c) submit to the supervisory authority without delay a written report on the implementation of the measures adopted to eliminate and remedy the deficiencies discovered and the causes of the deficiencies.
(8) In addition, in the course of the exercise of on-site supervision, supervised entities, members of their bodies, their employees and other persons whose activities are related to the supervised entity shall
a) allow the exercise of the powers of supervisory authorities, persons designated to exercise supervision and guest experts in the course of the exercise of on-site supervision;
b) provide assistance requested by the persons designated to exercise supervision and guest experts for the purposes of exercising on-site supervision, in particular official documents, other documents, oral and written information and oral and written statements on the subject matter of supervision and the deficiencies discovered;
c) at the request of persons designated to exercise supervision, participate in consultations on the report and the supervised entity’s written objections to the information stated in the report; a refusal to participate in the consultations on the report and the reasons stated for the refusal shall be included in the report;
d) comply with other obligations laid down in this Act.
(9) The report shall contain
a) the name and address of the supervisory authority and the names and surnames of the persons designated to exercise supervision who conducted the on-site supervision and the name and surname of the guest expert, if the supervision included a technical inspection;
b) the name or business name and registered office of the supervised entity if it is a legal person, or the name, surname and address of the supervised entity if it is an individual;
c) the place, date of commencement and duration of the exercise of on-site supervision;
d) the subject matter of the on-site supervision conducted and the period of supervision, if set;
e) a description of the factual situation and deficiencies discovered by on-site supervision, including written supporting documents and other facts demonstrating these findings, together with the legislation that was found to be breached, including any deficiencies beyond the framework of the subject matter of supervision discovered in the course of supervision;
f) the time limit set for the supervised entity for the submission of written objections to the information stated in the report;
g) the names, surnames and signatures of the persons who conducted the supervision and the name, surname and signature of the individual if the supervised entity is an individual; where the supervised entity is a legal entity, the name, surname and signature of the statutory representative or his or her authorised representative shall be provided;
h) place and date of the report.
(10) The report shall include confirmation of receipt of the report by the supervised entity, together with any written objections of the supervised entity to the information stated in the report, a counterpart of the written notice sent to the supervised entity concerning the outcome of verification of the written objections presented by the supervised entity and confirmation of receipt of this notice by the supervised entity.
(11) On-site supervision shall be completed upon receipt by the supervised entity of the written notice of the outcome of verification of its written objections to the information stated in the report, if such objections have been presented by the supervised entity; otherwise, the exercise of on-site supervision shall be completed upon the lapse of the period set for the supervised entity for the submission of written objections to the information stated in the report.
(12) The deficiencies in the supervised entity’s activities stated in the report shall be considered to have been discovered from the date of completion of on-site supervision.
(13) The supervisory authority shall retain the report for a period of five years after the completion of on-site supervision.
(14) When exercising on-site supervision, persons designated to exercise supervision shall be provided protection by the Police Force in accordance with special legislation.10c)”

28. The following § 15a and § 15b shall be inserted after § 15:
“§ 15a
Procedure for active search under a secret identity
(1) When exercising supervision in the form of active search under a secret identity, the supervisory authority shall issue written authorisation for the exercise of supervision under a secret identity, which shall contain the service card number of the person designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity issued by the supervisory authority.
(2) Supervision in the form of an active search under a secret identity shall be considered to have started at the moment the person designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity performs the first act in relation to the supervised entity and lasts until the moment the written authorisation from the supervisory authority is presented by the person designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity.
(3) The person designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity shall be authorised to exercise supervision over compliance with the provisions of § 35(6) to (8).
(4) The person designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity shall not present the written authorisation for the exercise of supervision under a secret identity before the acts necessary for supervision in the form of an active search have been performed.
(5) Any transactions carried out from the start of supervision in the form of an active search under a secret identity shall be repealed once the person designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity presents identification. The supervised entity shall return to the supervisory authority any payments made in the context of exercising this supervision, and the supervisory authority shall return to the supervised entity any payments received in the context of exercising this supervision within 30 calendar days of the date the person designated to exercise supervision under a secret identity presented the authorisation to exercise supervision.
§ 15b
Supervision over the provision of prohibited offerings
(1) ‘Supervision over the provision of prohibited offerings’ means a search of available prohibited offerings by means of off-site supervision and compilation of a list of entities providing prohibited offerings on the basis of the off-site supervision exercised.
(2) The list of entities providing prohibited offerings shall be compiled and published by the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic on its website, always on the first working day of a week. The Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic shall be responsible for the accuracy of the data under paragraph 3.
(3) The list of entities providing prohibited offerings shall contain
a) the date and time of publication of the list of entities providing prohibited offerings;
b) identification of the period covered by the list;
c) the address of the website on which the prohibited offering is available;
d) identification of the provision of a prohibited offering;
e) the name and surname of the individual or name or business name of the legal person providing a prohibited offering;
f) the account number used in the provision of the prohibited offering, if identifiable.
(4) Before including the data referred to in paragraph 3(c) to (f) in the list of entities providing prohibited offerings, the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic shall send to the supervised entity via electronic mail a request to cease the provision of the prohibited offering within 10 days from the date of dispatch of the request; this shall not apply if the electronic mail address is not provided on the website. In the request, the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic shall draw to the supervised entity’s attention the consequences of a failure to cease the provision of the prohibited offering.
(5) The Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic shall not include the data referred to in paragraph 3(c) to (f) in the list of entities providing prohibited offerings or exclude them from this list if the supervised entity demonstrates that it is not providing a prohibited offering or if the provision of the prohibited offering has been ceased.
(6) When exercising supervision over the provision of prohibited offerings, the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic may request that payment service providers10d) provide it with information needed for the exercise of supervision, specifically the identification of users of payment services and other information about users of payment services who are supervised entities; the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic may also request that payment service providers provide it with information for the exercise of supervision under § 11(2)(b).
(7) The list of entities providing prohibited offerings shall be binding on undertakings providing public electronic communications networks10e) and public electronic communications services10e) and for payment service providers,10d); undertakings providing public electronic communications networks, public electronic communications services and payment service providers shall, on the basis of this list, take the steps referred to in special legislation.4b)”
Footnotes 10d and 10e shall read:
“10d) § 2(3)(a) to (d) of Act No 492/2009, as amended by Act No 394/2011
10e) Act No 351/2011, as amended.”
29. The following sentences shall be added at the end of § 19(3): “The confirmation of the fulfilment of the reporting obligation shall include an indication of the period of operation of the game of chance, which shall be a period of 12 calendar months after the date of issue of the confirmation, information relating to the payment of the levy and a list of establishments. The game plan presented together with the notification referred to in paragraph 2 shall be attached to the confirmation referred to in the third sentence, and the official stamp with a date matching the date of issue of the confirmation referred to in the third sentence shall be affixed to every page.”

The registration label shall contain identification of the tax office with jurisdiction over the place of the registered office of the operator of a card game outside a casino, the registration label number, business name, registered office and identification number of the operator of a card game outside a casino, the period of validity of the registration label, the date of issue and stamp of the tax office that produced the label. The registration label shall be affixed to the card table by the competent tax office according to the registered office of the operator of the card table within five days of receipt thereof, in a manner ensuring that the label is not irreversibly damaged when removed.”

Footnote 11a shall read as follows:

56. The title of Part Three shall read as follows: “CONDITIONS FOR THE OPERATION OF GAMES OF CHANCE AND MEASURES FOR RESPONSIBLE GAMBLING.”
57. § 35(2) shall read as follows:
“(2) Only equipment and systems referred to in § 30(2) that have undergone expert assessment by a designated laboratory holding a valid certificate in accordance with § 32 may be used when operating games of chance. The gambling operator shall mark the equipment referred to in § 30(2)(a) to (c) in a visible spot with information about the type of equipment and its serial number.”

“(7) The prohibition of participation in the games of chance referred to in § 3(2)(b) and (d) to (g) and § 4(3)(d) and in games of chance involving the transmission and collection of data and information relating to the operation of a game of chance via the internet shall also apply to individuals entered in the register of individuals excluded from gambling (hereinafter referred to as the ‘register of excluded persons’).Gambling operators referred to in the first sentence shall not allow these individuals to participate in such games of chance.For these purposes, gambling operators operating any of the games of chance referred to in § 3(2)(b), (d), (e) and (g) and § 4(3)(d) shall use the register of excluded persons and require the production of an identity card; for the purposes of exercising supervision, supervisory authorities may also require the production of an identity card. Operators of games of chance operated via telecommunications equipment, operators of games of chance operated via the internet and operators of games of chance involving the transmission and collection of data and information relating to the operation of the game of chance via the internet shall, for these purposes, use the register of excluded persons and request details from an identity card and another document,16a) copies of which shall be forwarded to the operator by the individual intending to participate in the game of chance.
(8) Individuals under 18 years of age and individuals entered in the register of excluded persons shall be prohibited from entering gaming establishments. Operators of games of chance operated in a gaming establishment shall verify the eligibility of individuals to enter the gaming establishment under the first sentence; if they identify that an ineligible individual has entered the gaming establishment, they shall expel this individual from the gaming establishment. Operators of games of chance operated in a gaming establishment shall ensure permanent surveillance in the gaming establishment performed by individuals on the basis of an employment relationship with one of the operators of the games of chance operated in this gaming establishment on the basis of an individual licence; permanent surveillance shall be present in the gaming establishment throughout the gaming establishment’s opening hours; the operation of a gaming establishment shall follow the operating rules of the gaming establishment.”
Paragraphs 7 to 24 become paragraphs 9 to 26.

61. 63. The following sentences shall be added at the end of § 35(18): “Operators of card games outside a casino shall maintain monthly records of the amount of stakes, winnings and charges for participation in games of chance separately for each establishment in which card games are operated. The gambling operator shall send the data on stakes received and winnings paid out for the relevant calendar month electronically to the competent levy administrator in the scope and manner specified in writing by the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic within 25 days of the end of the calendar month and shall provide the data in the annual report on levies paid submitted under § 37; this shall not apply to operators operating the games of chance referred to in § 4(3)(a), (b), (e) and (f).”

The gambling operators referred to in the first sentence shall notify the tax office with jurisdiction over the place of the gambling operator’s registered office of any replacement of an electronic or mechanical stakes counter or electronic or mechanical winnings counter, together with the readings of the electronic or mechanical stakes counters or electronic or mechanical winnings counters, or cessation of the operation of such equipment, together with the readings of the electronic or mechanical stakes counters or electronic or mechanical winnings counters, within five days of the date of replacement of the counter or cessation of operation of the equipment; if the equipment has both types of stakes counters and winnings counters, the readings of both electronic and mechanical counters shall be reported. Prior to the commencement of operation of a betting office, operators of betting games shall notify the tax office with jurisdiction over the place of the gambling operator’s registered office of this fact. Operators of betting games shall notify the tax office with jurisdiction over the place of the gambling operator’s registered office of the cessation of the operation of a betting office within five days of the date of the cessation of operations. The scope and method of the notifications under this paragraph shall be specified in writing by the Financial Directorate of the Slovak Republic.”
68. § 35a shall be inserted after § 35, which, including the title, shall read as follows:
“§ 35a
Register of excluded persons
(1) The register of excluded persons shall be a public administration information system18a) that keeps records of all individuals excluded from participation in the games of chance referred to in § 3(2)(b) and (d) to (g) and § 4(3)(d).
(2) The individuals excluded from participation in games of chance shall be natural persons
a) who are registered as recipients of assistance in material need;18aa)
b) who themselves have requested that they be excluded;
c) who have been diagnosed as compulsive gamblers.18ab)
(3) The register of excluded persons shall be administered by the Ministry, which may designate in writing a legal person established by a public administration authority in accordance with special legislation18ac) to operate the register (hereinafter referred to as the ‘register administrator’); the register administrator shall be an operator in accordance with special legislation.18ad)
(4) The following information shall be entered in the register of excluded persons:
a) name, family name and title of the individual;
b) personal number, if assigned, or date of birth, if no personal number has been assigned;
c) date of entry of the individual in the register of excluded persons;
d) reason for entering the individual in the register of excluded persons as referred to in paragraph 2.
(5) The details concerning individuals receiving assistance in material need to be entered in the register of excluded persons as referred to in paragraph 4(a) and (b) shall be provided by the Central Office of Labour, Social Affairs and Family18ae) by the 20th day of each calendar month. The details concerning persons who themselves have requested that they be entered in the register of excluded persons as referred to in paragraph 4(a), (b) and (d) shall be provided by these persons. The details referred to in paragraph 4(a), (b) and (d),18ab) concerning individuals who have been diagnosed as compulsive gamblers, shall be provided by healthcare providers in accordance with special legislation.18af) This obligation shall be fulfilled by healthcare providers until such time that the register administrator has ensured automated data collection from the register under special legislation.18ag)
(6) Individuals who themselves have requested that they be excluded from participation in games of chance shall send the details to be entered in the register of excluded persons electronically via the Ministry’s website or in paper form by sending the form published on the Ministry’s website to the register administrator.
(7) The register administrator shall delete individuals from the register of excluded persons without delay once the reasons for entering them in the register cease to exist. Individuals who have been entered in the register of excluded persons at their own request may not request deletion from the register of excluded persons before six months has passed from the date the entry was made; the operator shall inform the individual requesting exclusion about this fact.
(8) The details referred to in paragraph 4 shall be used by gambling operators under the conditions laid down in paragraph 9.
(9) The register administrator shall provide gambling operators with continuous remote access to the register of excluded persons for the purposes of verification of the identity of individuals; access shall only be provided to information about whether a particular individual is entered in the register of excluded persons or not. If the register administrator is unable to provide gambling operators with continuous remote access to the register of excluded persons due to technical reasons, a notice of which, including the reason for this situation, shall be published on its website, gambling operators shall not be required to use the register of excluded persons for the purposes of fulfilling the obligations under § 35(7) and (8) from the time of publication of this notice until the publication on this website of a notice that continuous remote access to the register of excluded persons has been restored. The register administrator’s inability to provide gambling operators with continuous access for reasons other than those referred to in the second sentence shall be without prejudice to the fulfilment of the gambling operator’s obligation under § 35(7) and (8). Gambling operators shall have access to the register of excluded persons only during the period of validity of their individual licence.”

When lodging the financial guarantee, applicants may not use funds from loans, credits or other third-party sources. The financial guarantee or part thereof may only be released with prior written consent of the Ministry when
a) the period of validity of the gambling operator’s licence has expired and the operator has settled all of the liabilities referred to in paragraph 1, requested the release of the financial guarantee and presented proof of having settled the liabilities under paragraph 1, i.e. having paid the levy and default interest; this document shall be issued by the competent levy administrator;
b) the gambling operator’s licence has been revoked or withdrawn and the operator has settled all of the liabilities referred to in paragraph 1, requested the release of the financial guarantee and presented proof of having settled the liabilities under paragraph 1, i.e. having paid the levy and default interest; this document shall be issued by the competent levy administrator;
c) the gambling operator has not settled all the liabilities referred to in paragraph 1 and has requested the release of the financial guarantee; the Ministry shall decide on how the financial guarantee will be used and on the liabilities for the settlement of which the financial guarantee will be used; proof of unsettled liabilities under paragraph 1 shall be issued by the competent levy administrator;
d) the gambling operator has ceased to operate a game of chance on the basis of a general licence, has requested the release of the financial guarantee and presented proof of settlement of the liabilities under paragraph 1, which shall be issued by the competent levy administrator;
e) the gambling operator has requested that the amount of the financial guarantee be decreased due to a reduction in the number of casinos, gaming machines or gaming tables operated and has settled all of the liabilities referred to in paragraph 1; the settlement of the gambling operator’s liabilities arising from levies and default interest on levies shall be demonstrated using documents issued by the competent levy administrator; a solemn declaration shall be made of the settlement of liabilities arising from winnings claimed;
f) the gambling operator’s levy payments, for the settlement of which the financial guarantee referred to in paragraph 1 is used, are overdue by more than one month; at the request of the competent levy administrator to release the financial guarantee for the purposes of payment of these liabilities, the Ministry shall decide to release an amount corresponding to the amount of the overdue levies as specified by the competent levy administrator and transfer this amount to the account of the competent levy administrator; the competent levy administrator shall notify the gambling operator of a decrease in the amount of the financial guarantee and the reasons for this decrease within five working days of the transfer of this amount.”
71. In § 36, the following new paragraph 3 shall be inserted after paragraph 2:
“(3) Gambling operators shall not be entitled to any interest from the financial guarantee that has been lodged.”
Paragraphs 3 and 4 become paragraphs 4 and 5.

“j) games of chance operated by means of gaming machines on the basis of an individual licence granted by the municipality, EUR 2 600 per calendar year per each gaming machine to the State budget, regardless of the period of operation during the calendar year; in the case of gaming machines operated on the basis of an individual licence to operate games of chance in a casino, EUR 4 700 per calendar year per each such gaming machine to the State budget regardless of the period of operation during the calendar year, and the same amount and using the same procedure as that applying to video game terminals under paragraph 9 to the municipal budget, but not less than EUR 800 per calendar year per each such gaming machine; the provisions of paragraph 8 shall apply to the method, time limits and other terms of payment of the levy to the State budget for such gaming machines;
k) games of chance operated by means of technical equipment operated directly by gamblers, EUR 3 900 per calendar year per each piece of such technical equipment to the State budget regardless of the period of operation during the calendar year, and the same amount and using the same procedure as that referred to in paragraph 7 to the municipal budget, but not less than EUR 900 per each such piece of such technical equipment;
l) video games, EUR 4 700 per calendar year per each terminal, including terminals operated on the basis of an individual licence to operate games of chance in a casino, to the State budget regardless of the period of operation during the calendar year, and the same amount and using the same procedure as that referred to in paragraph 9 to the municipal budget, but not less than EUR 800 per calendar year per each such terminal,”.
76. In § 37(3), the words “to the tax office with competence over games of chance and jurisdiction over the place of the operator’s registered office and to the municipality” shall be replaced by the words “to the competent levy administrator”.
77. In § 37(4), the words “paragraph 19” shall be replaced by the words “paragraph 21”, the words “to the tax office with competence over games of chance and jurisdiction over the place of the gambling operator’s registered office and to the municipality” shall be replaced by the words “to the competent levy administrator” and the words “confirmation of accuracy” shall be inserted after the words “within 15 days of”.

“(7) Operators of technical equipment operated directly by gamblers shall pay to the municipal budget a levy amounting to EUR 2.50 per each such piece of technical equipment per each day it is placed on the territory of the municipality, on the basis of a report on the number of pieces of technical equipment and the number of days the technical equipment was placed on the territory of the municipality; the report shall be submitted to the municipality by 1 May and 31 December of the calendar year; a statement shall be submitted and the payment made to the municipality within the same dates. If, in the course of the year, the operator of technical equipment operated directly by gamblers relocates this equipment to the territory of another municipality, the levy for the number of days during which the equipment is being relocated and is not operated shall be paid to the municipality from the territory of which it has been relocated; the operator shall begin to pay the levy to the municipality to which the equipment has been relocated from the day the decision on the modification of the licence approving this relocation becomes final. If an operator of technical equipment operated directly by gamblers begins to operate this equipment for the first time in the course of the year, the levy for the number of days from the beginning of the year shall be paid to the municipality on the territory of which this equipment was placed for the first time in the course of the year.”
81. In § 37(8), the words “to the tax office with competence over games of chance and jurisdiction over the place of the registered office of the operator of video games” shall be replaced by the words “to the competent levy administrator”.
82. § 37(9) to (11) shall read as follows:
“(9) Operators of video games shall pay to the municipal budget a levy amounting to EUR 2.20 per each individual video game terminal per each day it is operated on the territory of the municipality, on the basis of a report on the number of terminals and the number of days the terminals were operated on the territory of the municipality; the report shall be submitted to the municipality by 1 May and 31 December of the calendar year; a statement shall be submitted and the payment made to the municipality within the same dates. If, in the course of the year, the video game operator relocates this equipment to the territory of another municipality, the levy for the number of days during which the equipment is being relocated and is not operated shall be paid to the municipality from the territory of which it has been relocated; the operator shall begin to pay the levy to the municipality to which the equipment has been relocated from the day the decision on the modification of the licence approving this relocation becomes final. If a video game operator begins to operate this equipment for the first time in the course of the year, the levy for the number of days from the beginning of the year shall be paid to the municipality on the territory of which this equipment was placed for the first time in the course of the year.”
(10) Gambling operators paying the levy referred to in paragraph 1(c), (e) to (o) and paragraph 2 to the State budget shall submit to the competent levy administrator by 31 March of the calendar year an annual statement of levies paid in the preceding calendar year; the statement shall be based on total values determining the amount of the levy for the entire preceding calendar year. Any arrears, determined as the difference between the amount calculated in the annual statement of levies and the amount of advance payments paid for the calendar year in question, shall be paid by the gambling operator to the competent levy administrator within 30 days of confirmation of the annual statement of levies.
(11) Gambling operators paying the levy referred to in paragraph 1(e), (f), (i), (k) and (l) and paragraph 2 to the municipal budget shall submit to the competent levy administrator by 31 March of the calendar year an annual statement of levies for the preceding calendar year; the statement shall be based on total values determining the amount of the levy for the entire preceding calendar year. Any arrears, determined as the difference between the amount calculated in the annual statement of levies and the amount of advance payments paid for the calendar year in question, shall be paid by the gambling operator to the competent levy administrator within 30 days of confirmation of the annual statement of levies.”
83. In § 37(12), the words “the tax office with competence over games of chance administrating levies or the municipality” shall be replaced by the words “the competent levy administrator”.
84. § 37(13) shall read as follows:
“(13) If the levies referred to in paragraphs 1 and 2 have not been paid in due time, the competent levy administrator shall proceed to recover the overdue amount; when doing so, the procedure referred to in § 36(2)(f) shall be followed first.”
85. In § 37, paragraph 19 shall be deleted.
Paragraphs 20 and 21 become paragraphs 19 and 20.

“§ 38
Gaming establishment
(1) Where a game of chance is operated in a gaming establishment, the gambling operator shall draw up operating rules of the gaming establishment, which shall contain, in particular
a) the opening hours of the gaming establishment;
b) the rights and obligations of gamblers;
c) the rights and obligations of the permanent surveillance staff in the gaming establishment;
d) identification of the permanent surveillance staff in the gaming establishment;
e) identification of the gambling operator.
(2) The gambling operator shall place the operating rules of the gaming establishment in a visible location in the gaming establishment.
(3) Gambling operators may use the designation “gaming establishment” only if the term “gaming establishment” forms part of their business name. No illuminated or other signs advertising the existence of the gaming establishment or encouraging participation in a game of chance or signs advertising the serving of alcoholic beverages may be placed on the exterior of the gaming establishment.”

96. § 54 to § 56, including the titles, shall read as follows:
“§ 54
(1) If, while exercising supervision, the supervisory authority discovers that the supervised entity has breached the provisions of this Act, special acts or other acts of general application relating to the operation or promotion of games of chance, the conditions for the operation of games of chance laid down in this Act or specified in the individual licence or general licence, the obligations under the approved game plan, including the rules of the games of chance or fails to fulfil the obligations imposed under a final decision of the supervisory authority, the authority shall impose one or more of the following sanctions on the entity:
a) measures to eliminate and remedy the identified deficiencies, including the time limit for implementing them and the obligation to inform the supervisory authority of their implementation within the set time limit;
b) submission of special statements, notifications and reports;
c) cessation of the unauthorised or prohibited activity;
d) suspension of operation of the game of chance;
e) a fine for an infraction as referred to in § 55;
f) a fine for an administrative offence as referred to in § 56.
(2) When imposing sanctions, the supervisory authority shall take into account the nature, severity, manner, degree of culpability, duration and consequences of the breach of obligations; if the supervised entity or person referred to in paragraph 7 detected and remedied the breach of obligations themselves before the decision on the sanction was issued, this shall also be taken account.
(3) The supervisory authority may suspend the operation of technical equipment intended for the operation of games of chance or the operation of an establishment, gaming establishment or game of chance, if, while exercising supervision, it discovers
a) deficiencies that may affect the proper operation of the game of chance; the suspension shall apply until the deficiencies have been eliminated;
b) a failure to comply with any of the conditions for the operation of a game of chance laid down in this Act or specified in the licence;
c) breaches of the conditions for the operation of a game of chance laid down in this Act or specified in the licence;
d) a failure to comply with an obligation under the approved game plan, including the rules of the game of chance; or
e) a failure to comply with the provisions of this Act, special acts or other acts of general application relating to the operation of games of chance or promotion of games of chance.
(4) A written record shall be made of the suspension of operation of a game of chance. When the operation of a game of chance has been suspended, the supervisory authority may seal the gaming machines or other equipment or systems used in the operation of the game of chance. Any damage caused by the suspension of operation of a game of chance shall be borne by the supervised entity.
(5) Once the deficiencies due to which the operation of the game of chance was suspended have been eliminated by the gambling operator, the operator may resume operation of the game of chance with prior written consent of the supervisory authority; the supervisory authority shall grant the written consent within three working days of the date the operator demonstrated that the deficiencies have been eliminated. The supervisory authority shall report without delay to the Ministry or the municipality that granted the individual licence to the gambling operator that the operation of a game of chance has been suspended or that a gaming machine or other equipment or system used for the operation of a game of chance has been sealed, as well as its consent with the resumption of operation of the game of chance.
(6) If, when exercising supervision, the supervisory authority determines that the supervised entity has repeatedly operated a game of chance in contradiction to the conditions laid down in this Act or specified in the individual licence, it shall propose that the Ministry or the municipality withdraw the individual licence.
(7) If, when exercising supervision, the supervisory authority determines that the legal person or individual who breached the provisions of this Act or a person related to or controlled by them gained a valuable benefit in connection with a breach of the provisions of this Act, the supervisory authority shall impose on the person who gained the valuable benefit the obligation to pay to the State budget an amount equal to the value of such valuable benefit.
(8) The competent levy administrator shall impose on the gambling operator the obligation to pay interest on arrears if the gambling operator has failed to pay the levies under § 37 on time or in the correct amount, which shall amount to 0.1 % of the owed amount for each started day of the delay from the day following the due date of the levy until the day the owed amount is credited to the account of the competent levy administrator. No interest on arrears shall be imposed by the competent levy administrator if it does not exceed EUR 5 per calendar year in total. Interest on arrears shall be rounded up to whole cents. Interest on arrears shall be due within 30 days of the date the decision imposing the payment of the interest becomes final.Interest on arrears imposed by a levy administrator that is a tax office shall be revenue of the State budget. Interest on arrears imposed by a levy administrator that is a municipality shall be revenue of the municipality’s budget. If the interest on arrears has not been paid in due time, the competent levy administrator shall proceed to recover the overdue amount; when doing so, the procedure referred to in the provisions of § 36(2)(f) shall be followed first.”
(9) Sanctions under this Act may be imposed within two years of the date the supervisory authority or the competent levy administrator discovered a breach of obligations, but no later than within five years of the time when the breach was committed. Sanctions may be imposed in parallel and repeatedly. The imposition of sanctions under this Act shall be without prejudice to the liabilities under special legislation.21)
(10) If an obligation for which a penalty was imposed is breached again by the same entity within two years of the date the decision to impose a fine for an infraction or a fine for an administrative offence became final, the supervisory authority may impose a fine amounting to up to double of the original fine.
(11) The fine for an infraction or fine for an administrative offence shall be due within 30 days of the date the decision imposing the fine becomes final and the payment shall be revenue of the State budget.
(12) The fines for infractions and administrative offences imposed by a final decision of the supervisory authority under § 11(1)(a) and (c) shall be administered by the Government Audit Office;21a) for this purpose, the relevant supervisory authority shall forward to the Government Audit Office the final decision imposing the fine.

Fines for infractions
(1) An infraction in the area of games of chance will be committed by an individual who is a supervised entity under § 12(b) to (j) and who
a) has breached the provisions of this Act, special acts or other acts of general application relating to the operation and promotion of games of chance, the conditions for the operation of games of chance laid down in this Act or specified in the individual licence or general licence, the obligations under the approved game plan, including the rules of games of chance, or has failed to fulfil obligations imposed under a final decision of the supervisory authority;
b) frustrates the exercise of supervision under this Act;
c) operates prohibited promotional competitions, games or quizzes under § 35(18);
d) organises the sporting events referred to in special legislation4c), including events that are not considered public4d) and are prohibited under § 35(20);
e) operates a game of chance without a licence under this Act.
(2) Fines of the following amounts shall be imposed by supervisory authorities on the individuals referred to in paragraph 1
a) from EUR 160 to EUR 1 000 for the infraction referred to in paragraph 1(a);
b) from EUR 700 to EUR 10 000 for the infraction referred to in paragraph 1(b);
c) from EUR 700 to EUR 10 000 for the infraction referred to in paragraph 1(c) or (d);
d) from EUR 10 000 to EUR 100 000 for the infraction referred to in paragraph (1)(e).
(3) The proceedings on infractions shall be subject to the general legislation on infractions.17)
§ 56
Fines for administrative offences
(1) Fines of the following amounts shall be imposed by supervisory authorities on legal persons that are supervised entities under § 12
a) EUR 500 on the legal persons referred to in § 12(a) for a failure to comply with the obligations laid down in § 17(4) and § 21(13) and (14);
b) EUR 500 to EUR 1 000 for a failure to comply with the obligations laid down in § 35(7), (8), (16), (17), (22) and (25) and § 54(1)(a) to (c);
c) from EUR 700 to EUR 17 000 for frustrating the exercise of supervision under this Act;
d) from EUR 3 000 to EUR 100 000 on the legal persons referred to in § 12(a) and (b), if they operate a game of chance in contradiction to this Act, the conditions for the operation of a game of chance specified in the licence, the game plan or the record of suspension of the operation of a game of chance, or if they fail to comply with obligations imposed in a final decision of a supervisory authority;
e) from EUR 5 000 to EUR 500 000 on the legal persons referred to in § 12(e) and (f), if they promote games of chance in contradiction to this Act;
f) from EUR 10 000 to EUR 50 000, if they operate prohibited promotional competitions, games or quizzes under § 35(20);
g) from EUR 10 000 to EUR 50 000, if they organise a sporting event referred to in special legislation4c), including events that are not considered public4d) and are prohibited under § 35(20);
h) from EUR 16 000 to EUR 500 000, if they operate a game of chance without a licence under this Act.
(2) The competent levy administrator shall impose a fine of EUR 300 on the legal persons referred to in § 12(a) for failure to submit a statement of levies paid in relation to the operation of games of chance within the time limits under § 37.

(9) The provisions of paragraph 8 shall not apply to:
a) gambling operators who have lodged the financial guarantee referred to in § 36 as in force until 31 December 2016 and have requested termination of their individual licence or cease to operate a game of chance operated on the basis of a general licence before the time limit referred to in paragraph 8;
b) applicants who have lodged the financial guarantee referred to in § 36 as in force until 31 December 2016 and have requested termination of proceedings on the granting of an individual licence before the time limit referred to in paragraph 8.
(10) By 31 January 2017, gambling operators shall adapt their game plans and submit them for approval to the authority that granted the individual licence or the authority that granted the general licence.
