This amendment to the Gambling Act proposes that penalties for infractions and penalties for administrative offences arising from breaches of the Gambling Act be administered by the Government Audit Office. No impact on the budget or the number of staff of the Government Audit Office is expected in relation to the legislation in question.

- to increase the level of protection of consumers, players and minors in the area of online gambling as a follow-up to the Commission Recommendation regarding the provision of online gambling services,
- to adjust selected levy rates.

New supervision activities are envisaged in the present draft that should help eliminate the offerings of those operators in the gambling market (in particular in the online domain) who do not hold the appropriate authorisation (licence) in accordance with the applicable conditions for the operation of gambling services set out in the Gambling Act.
To this end, it has been proposed to extend the scope of competence of the supervisory authorities to include an active search for offerings from illegal providers using special software in order to make their offerings inaccessible to players on the territory of the Slovak Republic; opportunities for gambling in the online domain are expected to be monitored on a daily basis. Operators thus identified will then be contacted with a notification of violation of the statutory conditions for the operation of gambling services and requested to remedy the situation. If providers of gambling services who do not hold a licence fail to remedy the situation or to respond to requests, these companies will be included on the blacklist of offerings.
An important part of the proposed modifications is a set of changes focused on consumer protection that are based primarily on prevention and so-called responsible gambling requirements. The proposed system of prevention should be based on the creation of a register of individuals excluded from gambling as a non-public information system of the public administration, which will keep records of individuals receiving assistance for material needs, i.e. people receiving a minimum subsistence allowance, protective or activation allowances, dependent-child allowance and housing allowance. This register will also keep records of individuals who have requested exclusion themselves or who have been diagnosed as compulsive gamblers.
2.2.4. Calculations of impacts on public finance

1. Revenue
The proposal to increase selected types of levies on the operation of gambling services is expected to have a positive impact on the State budget amounting to EUR 21.3 million. The State budget is expected to benefit from the prevention of the supply of online gaming services by cross-border operators without a licence granted under the Gambling Act; no quantification is available for the time being.
2. Expenditure
The changes proposed in relation to the elimination of illegal offerings are expected to require an increase in the number of staff of the Financial Directorate’s supervisory authority (four employees) and the acquisition of new, or upgrading of existing, software. The calculation of impacts includes the annual wage expenditure per employee, which is expected to amount to EUR 14 000 (+ 34.95 % in social contributions), together with the cost of acquisition of software for monitoring illegal operators and combating illegal operations amounting to EUR 100 000 and EUR 100 000 per year for operation and maintenance.
The proposed creation of a register of excluded individuals is expected to involve acquisition costs of EUR 100 000 and operation and maintenance costs of EUR 100 000 per year from 2019 onwards.

	Representatives of professional associations of gambling operators, namely the Association of Entertainment and Games, Association of Video Game Operators, Association of Betting Companies in the Slovak Republic and the Slovak Casino Association, as well as the staff of selected specialised departments of the Ministry of Finance, representatives of institutions with competence over the area to which the proposed changes are related, the Slovak Banking Association, and the administrator of the Slovak top-level domain, SK-nic, were consulted on the subject matter of the present draft. Consultations were held with all other interested parties that expressed an interest in doing so on the basis of the publication of the preliminary information on the Slov-lex portal, namely with representatives of the Fair Gambling Alliance, the Stop Gambling initiative, the Slovak Tourism Union and with representatives of the operator Rebuystars, s.r.o.
The consultations were held with each entity separately in the course of June 2016, and the duration of the consultations was no less than one hour. Consultations with representatives of professional associations of gambling service operators were held repeatedly.
Each entity was informed of the basic objectives of the legislation, specifically
-
to revise the approach to the regulation of gambling services by amending the Gambling Act as regards the operation and promotion of gambling services by foreign operators;
-
to propose more effective rules and conditions for supervising the operation of gambling services with an emphasis on gaming machines;
-
to increase the level of protection of consumers, players and minors in the area of online gambling as a follow-up to the Commission Recommendation regarding the provision of online gambling services;

Proposals made in the context of the consultations that were considered relevant were reflected directly in the present draft amendment to the Gambling Act.

It is proposed that the levies to be paid by operators of gambling services be adjusted. This involves an increase in the rates for selected types of games of chance, and the annual increase in levies is expected to amount to approximately EUR 21.3 million.

	The changes proposed in the present document will concern gambling operators, network and internet service providers (ISPs) and banks maintaining accounts belonging to natural persons.
In the context of strengthening measures aimed at protecting consumers, it is proposed that a register of individuals excluded from participation in gambling be introduced. Those entered in the register of natural persons and individuals under 18 years of age will thus not be able to participate in gambling. Operators of gambling services will be required to ensure that such individuals are not able to participate in gambling. Verification will be carried out using additional technical equipment connected to the register of excluded individuals (SW and HW equipment or an identity card reader); in the online domain, after an excluded individual is identified, that person will not be allowed to register in the relevant application. The costs for gambling operators will amount to approximately EUR 1 million in the offline domain for all gambling operators and a total of approximately EUR 100 000 per year in the online domain per operator.
If the proposed blocking of websites providing non-licensed gambling services is introduced, network and ISPs providing internet connections will be required to block them on the basis of a published list of such websites. To this end, measures on the part of ISPs will need to be implemented with total operating costs estimated at EUR 10 million annually.
Another measure that has been proposed is to block payments associated with gambling on websites of unlicensed operators. The costs incurred by banks in relation to the proposed measure are expected to amount to approximately EUR 5 million annually.
