HAVING REGARD to Law No 234 of 24 December 2012 on general provisions on the participation of Italy in the formation and implementation of legislation and policies of the European Union';
HAVING REGARD to Note No 8504 of 13 April 2016 with which the Directorate-General for the Promotion of Agri-Food Quality and Horseracing, office PAQI 1, presented the proposal to amend and integrate Annex 13, in particular with Table 1 ‘List of fertilisers suitable for use in organic farming’, of Legislative Decree No 75 of 29 April 2010;
HAVING CONSIDERED the need to correct the transcription error of the symbol ‘%’ on Mannitol in column 4 of product number 8, product type ‘b) Filtered liquid seaweed’ in Annex 6 ‘Specific action products’;
HAVING CONSIDERED that the procedure for the provision of information in the field of technical regulations and of rules on Information Society services, set out in Directive (EU) 2015/1535 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 9 September 2015, was concluded without observations on the amendments and integrations to be made to Annexes 6 and 13, as communicated by the central notifications office of the Ministry for Economic Development;
HAVING CONSIDERED that, pursuant to Article 10 of Legislative Decree No 75 of 29 April 2010, the amendments to the Annexes are adopted by the Minister for Agricultural Food and Forestry Policies;
HAVING DEEMED it necessary to proceed with the adoption of the cited changes to Annex 13 to Legislative Decree No 75 of 29 April 2010.
HEREBY DECREES
Article 1
(amendments to the Annexes to Legislative Decree No 75 of 29 April 2010)
1. Annexes 6 and 13 to Legislative Decree No 75 of 29 April 2010 "Reform and revision of the governance of fertilisers, to the standards of Article 13 of Law No 88 of 7 July 2009", are amended and integrated by the Annex to this decree.
2. From the time this decree comes into force, a period of 12 months is permitted to dispose of national fertilisers produced in compliance with legislation in effect prior to that date.
3. This decree shall not restrict the placing on the market of fertilisers which have been legally produced and placed on the market or legally placed on the market in an EU Member State or Turkey, or which have been legally produced in one of the signatory States to the European Free Trade Association (EFTA) or a signatory to the agreement on the European Economic Area (EEA), provided these parties guarantee levels of safety and reliability equivalent to those set out in this decree.
4. Pursuant to Regulation (EC) No 764/2008 of the European Parliament and Council of 9 July 2008, the Competent Authority for the purpose of application, where needed, of the evaluation procedure is the Ministry for Agricultural, Food and Forestry Policies.
This decree shall be sent to the audit body for registration and shall enter into force on the day after its publication in the Official Journal of the Italian Republic.

AMENDMENT TO ANNEXES 6 AND 13

TO

LEGISLATIVE DECREE NO 75 OF 29 APRIL 2010
1 Annex 6 ‘Specific action products’ is amended as follows:
a) Point 4.1 ‘Biostimulants’, product number 8, product type ‘b) Filtered liquid seaweed’ column 4 ‘Minimum count in elements and/or useful substances. Criteria relevant to evaluation. Other necessary requirements’ is amended as follows:
0.7 g/l;
2 Annex 13 ‘Register of fertilisers’ is amended as follows:
a) The text below is inserted into the premise to TABLE 1‘ List of fertilisers permitted in organic farming’:
1. In respect of the provisions of Council Regulation (EC) No 834/07 of Article 4(b) and Article 16(2)(d), the use of fertilisers listed in this Annex must be limited to instances where specific nutritional cultivation needs exist, and agronomic practices or sufficient alternative natural resources within the cultivation systems are not available.
2. In compliance with the provisions of point 9 of Annex 8 to the Legislative Decree, all fertilisers permitted in organic farming must display on their labels the list of raw materials used to produce the fertiliser and display, where applicable, additional requirements as set out in column 4 of this Table.
3. In compliance with the general and technical principles set down by the European regulation for organic farming, the use of micronutrient fertiliser is not permitted pursuant to Regulation (EC) 2003/2003 if produced from salts containing primary fertilising elements such as nitrogen and phosphorous. It follows that the salt from which the stated micronutrient derives must be indicated on the label.
