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Rules for the production of electricity using coal (Prohibition on the Use of Coal in Electricity Production Act [Wet verbod op kolen bij elektriciteitsproductie])
PROPOSED ACT
I, Willem-Alexander, by the Grace of God, King of the Netherlands, Prince of Orange-Nassau, etc.
Greetings to all who shall see or hear the following. Be it known:
Whereas I have considered it necessary to achieve a CO₂reduction in coal-fired power plants in order to counteract climate change, and that the most suitable measure to that end is a prohibition on the use of coal for the production of electricity by such plants;
We therefore, having heard the opinion of the Advisory Section of the Council of State, and in consultation with the Dutch Parliament, have approved and decreed as We hereby approve and decree:
Article 1
In this Act, the following terms shall be defined as indicated: 
electrical efficiency: the electrical efficiency as specified in the environmental permit for a production facility at the time at which this Act enters into force; 
coal: products of CN codes 2701, 2702 and 2704 as referred to in Annex I to Regulation (EEC) No 2658/87 of 23 July 1987 on the tariff and statistical nomenclature and on the Common Customs Tariff (OJ L 1987, 
256); 
the Minister: the Minister for Economic Affairs and Climate Policy; 
production facility: a facility consisting of one or more production units for electricity generation.
Article 2
It shall be prohibited to produce electricity in a production facility using coal. 
Article 3
The prohibition as referred to in Article 2 shall:
a. not apply to any production facilities until 31 December 2024; 
b. not apply to any production facility with an electrical efficiency of 44% or more until 1 January 2030.
Article 3a
Notwithstanding Article 3(a), the prohibition as referred to in Article 2, shall 
not apply until 1 January 2020 to any production facility that: 
a. has an electrical efficiency less than 44%; 
b. does not produce renewable electricity using biomass; and 
c. does not produce renewable heat. 
Article 4
The Minister may grant partial compensation to an operator of a production facility upon request, provided that the relevant operator demonstrates that he is affected disproportionately by the prohibition compared to other operators of coal-fired production facilities. 
Article 5
1. Supervision of compliance with the provisions of this Act shall be entrusted to officials of the Dutch Emissions Authority [Nederlandse Emissieautoriteit] as designated by decree of the Minister. 
2. A decision as referred to in Paragraph 1 shall be announced by publication in the Government Gazette.
3. The officials as designated in the first paragraph shall be authorised to provide information to any administrative body with the power to revoke a permit if the prohibition as referred to in Article 2 is not complied with and the provision of such information is necessary for the proper fulfilment of such authorisation.
4. Provision to an administrative body shall occur only if confidentiality of the information is sufficiently guaranteed. 
Article 6
The Minister may impose coercion administrative action in case of violation of this Act.
Article 7
This Act shall enter into force on the day following the date of its publication in the Government Gazette in which it is published.
Article 8
This Act shall be cited as: Prohibition on the Use of Coal in Electricity Production Act. 
We hereby order that this Act be published in the Bulletin of Acts and Decrees and that all Ministries, authorities, commissions and officials concerned shall ensure its proper implementation.
