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Amendments to the Handling of Alcoholic Beverages Law
Make the following amendments to the Handling of Alcoholic Beverages Law (Latvijas Republikas Saeimas un Ministru Kabineta Ziņotājs, 2004, No 10, No 13; Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2010, No 59; 2011, No 6; 2013, No 129; 2015, No 49, No 240; 2016, No 241, No 251):
1. In Article 3(12), replace the words ‘or brewed beverages’ with the words ‘brewed beverages or intermediate products’.
2. Add subparagraphs 13 and 14 to Article 6 as follows: 
‘(13) The sale of beer, brewed beverages, intermediate products and other alcoholic beverages shall be prohibited in packaging units that exceed:
1)
0.5 litres, if the volume of absolute alcohol in the above alcoholic beverages exceeds 5.8 per cent by volume;
2)
1 litre, if the volume of absolute alcohol in the above alcoholic beverages does not exceed 5.8 per cent by volume. 
(14) Packaging size limits under subparagraph 13 of this Article shall not apply to the sale of alcoholic beverages if:
1)
the packaging unit is made of glass, ceramics, wood, metal or complex packaging materials that consist of a polymer or laminate bag placed in a cardboard box;
2)
beer, brewed beverages, intermediate products and other alcoholic beverages are sold at the place of production or a producer's unit.’
3. Add the following paragraphs 17 and 18 to the transitional provisions:
‘17. Subparagraphs 13 and 14 of Article 6 of this law shall enter into force on 1 January 2018.
18. Beer, brewed beverages, intermediate products and other alcoholic beverages produced up to 31 December 2017 and whose packaging does not comply with the requirements of subparagraphs 13 and 14 of Article 6 of this law may be sold until their best before date, but only until 31 March 2018.’
