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Abstract:

This RVS is dedicated to steel vehicle restraint systems. These are subject to the Construction Products Regulation (BPV). Since 1 January 2011, FRS made of steel for public roads offered on the Austrian market have been CE marked in accordance with the provisions of ÖNORM EN 1317-5. The national requirements for the individual parts of ÖNORM EN 1317 are summarised in ÖNORM V 1317.

This RVS shall be used for the manufacture, delivery, assembly and repair of steel vehicle restraint systems and their components permanently used on public roads. This includes all steel construction parts used in impact absorbers and initial, final and transitional constructions.
FRS for temporary use are excluded from the scope.

This RVS does not apply to the use of individual components/elements of FRS as:
· Crash protection,
· Shut-off device,
· Limiting device.

The regulations range from requirements, implementing provisions, proof of suitability, supervision, takeover, final determination and liability provisions to warranty.

Mutual recognition clause
Goods which have been lawfully placed on the market in another Member State of the European Union or in Turkey, or which originate from an EFTA State party to the Agreement on the European Economic Area and have been lawfully placed on the market there shall be deemed compatible. The application shall be subject to Regulation (EU) 2019/515 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 19 March 2019 on the mutual recognition of goods lawfully marketed in another Member State and repealing Regulation (EC) No 764/2008.
